Fold all cards along score lines and reinforce creases with a bone folder. Before making creases, check 
to make sure that all edges are aligned. The edges of many finished cards, panels and die cuts have 
been colored with ink. This step is optional, and the directions to ink edges are not included below. For a 
softer look, ink with a sponge or stylus tool with blender tip. For a bolder effect, ink directly from the pad 
onto the card. 
 
If you do not have an item needed to complete the card as it is shown, simply eliminate the step, or 
modify it to use items that you have in your stash. 
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Set A:  4-1/4 x 5-1/2” Grape Cards with 4 x 5-1/4 Light Taupe Panels

� Grape Card with Light Taupe Panel 
� Dark Taupe Die Cut: “So Sorry” 
� Vanilla Die Cut: “Just Because” 
� WM “A Little ‘Hi’” Stamp 
� Green Satin Ribbon 

 
1. Nest the Vanilla die cut onto the Dark Taupe die cut.  
2. Loop the ribbon around the top of the die cut and attach 

the die cut to the Light Taupe panel. Secure the ribbon 
ends on the back of the panel. 

3. Using Blackberry ink, stamp the greeting in the die cut 
window. 

4. Layer the panel onto the Grape Card. 

� Grape Card with Light Taupe Panel 
� Dark Taupe and Vanilla Die Cut Frames 
� WM “Thru the Grapevine” Stamp 
� Grape Satin Ribbon 
� Resin Embellishment: “Share” 

 
1. Stamp the WM image onto the Light Taupe panel with 

Blackberry ink. Trim about ¼” from each edge of the 
panel and center onto the Grape card. 

2. Nest the Vanilla and Dark Taupe die cuts; attach to the 
card and finish with a satin bow and resin word. 

� Grape Card with Light Taupe Panel 
� Vanilla Die Cut Oval 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds and UM Font 

 
1. Stamp the UM greeting into the center of the 

Taupe panel with Blackberry ink and attach the 
panel to the card. 

2. Stamp the UM grape and leaf image (from the 
UM font sheet) into the corners of the Vanilla die 
cut oval. Use a ruler and black pen to draw a 
double frame around the perimeter of the die 
cut.  Attach the frame to the card.

Set B: 6x6” Metallic Grape Cards with 5-3/4” Light Taupe and 5-1/2” Grape Panels   
Card #1 

 
 
 

� Grape Card with Light Taupe Panel 
� Vanilla and Dark Taupe Die Cut Ovals 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� (4) Silver Mini brads 
� Grape Satin Ribbon 

 
1. Stamp the UM quote into the center of the Grape card and 

heat emboss with gold. 
2. Distress the edges of the Dark Taupe die cut oval with the 

paper distressing tool. Ink edges with Earth. Tie two grape 
satin ribbons around the left edge of the frame and attach 
to the Vanilla oval with brads. 

3. Attach the Light Taupe panel to the inside of the card. 

� Grape Card with Light Taupe Panel 
� Dark Taupe Die Cut Oval: “Happy Anniversary” 
� WM “Thru the Grapevine” Stamp 
� White Photo Mounting Corners 
� Green Satin Ribbon 

 
1. Stamp the WM image onto the Light Taupe panel with 

Blackberry ink. Lightly sponge ink into the stamped areas. 
(Mask the unstamped areas.) 

2. Thread ribbon through holes in the oval die cut and attach 
the die cut to the panel with foam adhesive. 

3. Wrap the ribbon ends around to the back of the panel and 
secure with tape. Layer the panel onto the Grape card. 

� Metallic Grape Card with Light Taupe and Grape Panels 
� Vanilla and Dark Taupe Die Cut Frames: “Happy 

Birthday” 
� Vanilla and Dark Taupe Die Cuts: “Thinking of You” 
� Green Satin Ribbon 

 
1. Nest and attach the two panels onto the card and attach 

the die cut frames, as shown. 
2. Using a grid ruler as a guide, pierce holes 1/8” apart 

around the perimeter of the Dark Taupe die cut. Nest onto 
the Vanilla die cut and attach to the panel. 

3. Tie a green satin bow and secure to the card.

� Metallic Grape Card with Light Taupe and Grape Panels 
� “On the Vine” Stencil 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� WM “A Little ‘Hi’” Stamp 
� (4) Silver Mini Brads 

 
1. Stencil the grape and leaf image onto the Grape panel 

with white pigment ink. 
2. Stamp the WM and UM quotes onto the panel. Attach the 

panel to the Light Taupe panel with mini brads and layer 
onto the card. 

� Metallic Grape Card with Light Taupe Panel 
� WM Borders & Backgrounds 
� WM “Barrel of Blessings” Stamp 

 
1. Ink the UM landscape image onto the Light Taupe Panel 

with Blackberry, Moss and Earth ink, being careful to keep 
the colors in specific areas. 

2. Stamp the WM and UM greetings onto the panel, as shown. 
With a ruler and fine tip black pen, draw a double frame 
1/8” from the outside perimeter of the panel. Attach the 
panel to the card. 

 

� Metallic Grape Card with Light Taupe and Grape Panels 
� Dark Taupe Die Cut Oval: “Happy Birthday!” 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� White Photo Mounting Corners 
� Green Satin Ribbon 

 
1. Stamp the UM sign image onto the left side of the 

Grape panel and emboss with gold. 
2. Thread green satin ribbon through the die cut oval and 

attach the oval to the right side of the Grape panel with 
foam adhesive. Secure ribbon ends onto the back of the 
panel. 

3. Attach the Grape panel to the Light Taupe panel with 
white photo mounting corners and layer the panels onto 
the card.

Set C: 3-7/8 x 9-1/4” Dark Taupe Cards with (3) 3-1/2 x 2-7/8” Vanilla Panels

� Metallic Grape Card with Light Taupe and Grape Panels 
� Vanilla and Dark Taupe Die Cut Frames: “…Feeling Better!” 
� (5) Silver Mini Brads 

 
1. Cut the Grape panel at 4” to create a 1-1/2” strip. Cut a 

ribbon-like “v” into the bottom of the narrow strip, as shown. 
2. Thread the strip through the opening of the Vanilla die cut, 

and nest the Dark Taupe die cut on top. Secure with 
adhesive. 

3. Using a grid ruler as a guide, pierce a row of five holes ¼” 
apart into the bottom center of the Dark Taupe die cut. 
Insert mini brads into the holes. 

4. Attach the assembled piece to the center of the Light Taupe 
panel and layer onto the card. 

 

� Dark Taupe Card with Vanilla Panels 
� Dark Taupe and Vanilla Die Cut: “A Little ‘Hi’” 
� UM Bonus Sheet 
� Silver Mini Brad 
� Grape Satin Ribbon 

 
1. Stamp the UM grape image into the center of two Vanilla panels with 

Blackberry ink. 
2. Using a grid ruler and fine tip black pen, draw a double frame 1/8” 

from the edge of each Vanilla panel. Attach the panels to the card 
with even spacing on all sides. 

3. Nest the die cuts and attach a small folded grape ribbon to the left 
edge with a mini brad. Place onto the center panel with foam 
adhesive. 

 

� Dark Taupe Card with Vanilla Panels 
� WM “Barrel of Blessings” Stamp 
� UM Bonus Sheet 

 
1. Align the three Vanilla panels in a horizontal row 

and stamp the UM grape image onto the outside 
edges with Blackberry ink. Sponge Moss and 
Blackberry ink onto the stamped areas. 

2. Stamp the WM quote onto the center of the three 
aligned panels with Onyx ink. 

3. Attach the panels to the card with even spacing on 
all sides.

� Dark Taupe Card 
� WM “Thru the Grapevine” Stamp 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� Vanilla Die Cut Oval 
� (2) Silver Mini Brads 

 
1. Stamp the WM image onto the Dark Taupe 

card three times with Blackberry ink. Lightly 
sponge additional ink into the stamped 
areas. 

2. Stamp the UM quote onto the plain side of 
the Vanilla die cut. Fold the top portion of the 
die cut over the edge of the card and attach. 

3. Set a mini brad on the left and right edges of 
the die cut. 

� Dark Taupe Card with Vanilla Panels 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� WM “Barrel of Blessings” Stamp 

 
1. Place the three Vanilla panels directly on top of each other in a 

column. Stamp the UM grape image onto the panels with Blackberry 
ink, as shown. 

2. Stamp the WM greeting at a slight angle onto each panel with Onyx 
ink. Draw a double line above and below each stamped greeting with 
a ruler and fine tip black pen. 

3. Attach the three panels to the card with even spacing on all sides. 
 

� Dark Taupe Card with Vanilla Panels 
� WM “A Little ‘Hi’” Stamp 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 

 
1. Align the three Vanilla panels side by side. 

Stamp the UM landscape image into the 
center of the panels with Blackberry ink. 
Stamp the WM and UM quotes on each side. 

2. Attach the three panels to the card with even 
spacing on all sides.
