� Memoirs Unmounted Borders & Backgrounds and Fonts 
� Memoirs CS® Wood Mounted Stamp 
� Memoirs Wood Mounted “Thanks” Stamp 

 
Tools: 

� Bone Folder 
� Paper Trimmer 
� Scissors 
� Adhesive 
� Tape 
� CS® Grid Ruler 

� Onyx, Leaf, Moss, Ruby and Earth 
CS® Ink 

� Stapler 
� Paper Piercing Tool and Cork Board 
� Craft Knife and Cutting Mat 
� Corner Rounder Punch 
� Foam Adhesive 

 
 
 
Fold all cards along score lines and reinforce creases with a bone folder. Before making creases, 
check to make sure that all edges are aligned. The edges of many finished cards, panels and die 
cuts have been colored with ink. This step is optional, and the directions to ink edges are not 
included below. For a softer look, ink with a sponge or stylus tool with blender tip. For a bolder 
effect, ink directly from the pad onto the card. 
 
Place the 12x12 Green Cutaparts into the trimmer with the text running vertically along the right 
edge. Trim at 10, 8, and 4”. Cut each strip horizontally at 9, 6 and 3”. 
 
If you do not have an item needed to complete the card as it is shown, simply eliminate the step, 
or modify it to use items that you have in your stash. 
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Set A: 4-1/4 x 5-1/2” Red Cards with White Panels

� Red Card with White Panel 
� Green Cutaparts: Frame Layer and “Happy 

Birthday!” 
� (1) Silver Mini Brad 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 

 
1. Stamp the White panel with the UM images and 

assorted inks. Apply the same ink colors directly to 
the panel with light strokes. 

2. Set a brad into the top center of the Green Cutapart 
and place at an angle onto the frame layer with 
foam tape. Attach the layered panels onto the card. 

 

� Red Card with White Panel 
� Butter Die Cut Tag: “Wishing You…” 
� Brown Ric Rac 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 

 
1. Stamp the UM images onto the White panel with 

Earth ink. 
2. Thread brown ric rac onto the tag and wrap ends 

around the back of the panel; attach the panel to 
the card. 

� Red Card with White Panel 
� Green Cutaparts: Frame Layer and “Thank 

You…” 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 

 
1. Stamp the UM images onto the White panel with 

Ruby and Moss ink. 
2. Layer the Green cutapart onto the frame layer 

with foam tape. Place at an angle onto the panel 
and attach to the card.

Set B: 4-1/2 x 6-1/4” Gate Fold Brown Cards with (2) Red Panels (2x6) 
Card #1 

 

� Red Card with White Panel 
� Green Cutaparts: Frame Layer and “Happy Birthday!” 
� Butter Die Cut Tag: “It’s Your Day!” 
� Brown Ric Rac 

 
1. Attach the frame layer of the Green cutapart onto the 

White panel. Adhere the bottom half of the White panel 
onto the Red card. 

2. Fold the Butter tag along the perforation and adhere 
around the bottom edge of the card. Thread the ric rac 
onto the tag; secure ends around the top of the White 
panel and finish attaching the panel to the card. 

3. Attach the “Happy Birthday” cutapart to the card with 
foam tape, bringing one piece of ric rac behind and one 
over the top.

� Red Card with White Panel 
� Green Cutaparts: Frame Layer and “Hi” 
� Brown Ric Rac 

 
1. Fold the top outside corner of the Red card down into the 

inside of the card to create an angled flap. Staple the flap to 
the back of the card at the bottom and side edges to make a 
pocket. 

2. Trim ½” from the top and side edges of the White panel. 
Center the Green cutapart frame layer onto the middle of the 
White panel. Insert the panel into the pocket. 

3. Staple a piece of ric rac to the top of the Green cutapart and 
adhere to the front of the card, being careful with adhesive 
application. 

� Brown Card with Red Panels 
� Butter Die Cut Tag: “With Deepest Sympathy” 
� (1) Silver Mini Brad 

 
1. Attach the Butter tag to the upper center of one Red 

panel. Adhere to the left gate fold of the card, being 
sure to apply adhesive to the left side of the panel only. 

2. Tear the remaining Red panel in half. Attach the torn 
strips to the outer edges of the card.

� Brown Card with Red Panels 
� WM Stamp 
� Butter Die Cut Tag: “Happy Birthday!” 
� Multi-Colored Fiber 

 
1. Stamp the Red panels with the WM image and 

Earth ink. Attach the panels to the card. 
2. Cut the Butter die cut tag in half and round the 

corners where trimmed. 
3. Tie multi-colored fiber onto the end of each tag. 

Adhere the top tag to the left gate fold, and the 
bottom tag to the right. 

 

� Brown Card with Red Panels 
� Green Cutaparts: Frame Layer and “Great Job!” 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� Multi-Colored Fiber 

 
1. Stamp the Red panels with the UM image and Earth ink; 

attach the panels to the card. 
2. Layer the “Great Job!” cutapart onto the Green frame 

layer with foam adhesive. Tie a small bow with the multi-
colored fiber and attach to the cutapart. 

3. Adhere the left side of the cutapart to the left gate fold. 

� Brown Card with Red Panels 
� Green Cutaparts: Frame Layer and “Feel Better” 

 
1. This gate fold card is held closed with a band that slides 

on and off. To create the band, adhere the short edges 
of the Red panels to the center of the Green frame 
layer. 

2. Layer the “Feel Better” cutapart over the seam between 
the two Red bands with foam tape. 

3. Temporarily center the layered piece onto the front of 
the card, flip the card over, and bend the long red 
panels around to the back. Secure the band with 
adhesive. Slide the band off to open the card.

Set C: 4-3/4 x 4-3/4 Green Cards with Butter Panels

� Brown Card with Red Panels 
� Green Cutaparts: Frame Layer and “It’s Your Day!” 

 
1. Attach the Red panels to the gate folds of the card. 
2. Layer the Green frame layer onto the left gate fold, and 

the Green “It’s Your Day!” cutapart to the right gate fold. 
Use caution when applying adhesive. 

 

� Green Card with Butter Panel 
� Butter Die Cut Tag: “Thanks!” 
� (2) Silver Mini Brads 

 
1. Attach the tag to the panel. 
2. Pierce holes and set the brads into the panel; layer 

the panel onto the card. 
 

� Green Card with Butter Panel 
� Butter Die Cut Tag: “Way to Go!” 
� WM Stamp 

 
1. Ink the stamp with Leaf, Ruby and Onyx, being 

sure the entire stamp is covered. Stamp onto the 
center of the Butter panel. Attach the panel to the 
card. 

2. Layer the die cut onto the panel with foam tape.

� Green Card with Butter Panel 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� (2) Silver Mini Brads 
� WM “Thanks” Stamp 
� Butter Die Cut Tag: “Happy Anniversary” (Plain Side) 

 
1. Stamp the UM image several times onto the Butter panel 

with Moss and Ruby ink. 
2. Stamp “thanks” onto the plain side of the Butter tag. 

Adhere the tag to the panel and set a mini brad on either 
side. Layer the panel onto the card. 

� Green Card with Butter Panel 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� Green Cutaparts: Frame Layer and “I’m Sorry” 

 
1. Stamp the UM script image onto the Butter panel with 

Leaf ink. Attach the panel to the card as shown, and 
trim overlapping edges with a ruler and craft knife. 

2. Layer the Green cutapart onto the frame layer with foam 
tape and center onto the panel. 

 

� Green Card with Butter Panel 
� UM Font 
� UM Borders & Backgrounds 
� WM “Thanks!” Stamp 
� (1) Silver Mini Brad 

 
1. Stamp the UM images onto the Butter panel, as shown. 
2. Stamp the greeting with the UM Font. (Add the number 

“8” from a previous UM Font set.) 
3. Stamp “Thanks!” into the lower right corner with Onyx ink 

and set a mini brad into the center of the ink splotch. 
Attach the panel to the card.
