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Welcome back for part two! All of our elements
are on our layout we just need to move them
around and add a bit of 'digi magic' to make them

real and we'll have our first digital layout!
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Right now, we'll learn a hit about Layers.

Just as you see here, and just as we have when we're doing paper scrapbooking, all of our goodies are stacked

| one on top of another here on our layout. When we're paper scrapbooking we hawve the ability to reach under our
top item (our photo here) and grab out a piece of paper that is further down in the stack... incase we want to make a
matte for our photo, for instance.

Well, we can do the same thing here, digitally. In the digi world, each of the elements on our layout is in it's own little
space called a layer. Justlike if we layered all of these elements on top of each other in our paper scrappin'.

S0, what you're seeing here (in the Layers menu on your right) is each element shown as it's own layer. You can
move the layers around switching which is on top and bottom and such, just like you can with paper scrappin’. =]
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You'll see that when you click on the blank grey space in each layer next to the title of the
layer (ours all say Layer 1, or Layer 5... that sort of thing) that the dark grey turns into lighter
grey to letyou know that that is the 'active’ layer... in other words, if vou applied an effect
or did something to your layout now, itwould happen to that layer only. Always keep an
eye on which layer is 'active’ or highlighted.

What we want to do now, is tuck our photo away for the time being while we build our
page. You know how when you're paper scrappin' and you set your photo aside and
then when you're ready for it you can't find it? Come on, | know you've done it, we all
hawvell Where is that darn thing??? hehehe, Well, we don't need to worry about that in digi
scrappin' since the photo will always be there, we're just going to hide it for a second by
clicking on the little eyeball next to the graphic in our Layers menu. (After we've made
sure that itis the 'active' layer, of course, hehehe))
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poofl Our photo is gonel... OK, not gone, just hidden so
we can get some work done on our layout.

We're going to move our papers around to get them
fitting nicely on our paper and we're going to resize
some of our elements so they work well with our design.
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Use your cursor to move the slider bar down to the bottom of the list of
